This also helps 
eliminate the problem of individual, personal emails being incorrectly 
identified as spam. 

• Virus protection: Two parallel virus scanners block known and unknown 
malware in SMTP and POP3 emails. The two scanners receive virus pattern 
updates independently of each other, reducing reaction time in the event of a 
new outbreak.

• Email encryption: Encryption techniques based on recognised standards like 
S/MIME, OpenPGP, and TLS protect the confidentiality of emails.
